Text:
The Bridge is the navigation and control centre of the ship. It has 360-degree views with control units both front and rear and also from the bridge wings, enabling the Master to manoeuvre the ship in any direction with a clear view. An Officer of the Watch is present on the Bridge at all times.

Text:
Every cabin includes a bunk, storage space, desk, infoscreen and en suite bathroom. During science cruises most people have a cabin to themselves, but during transit to and from research stations when the ship is full, cabins are shared.

Text:
The heated helideck is located at front of the ship, visible from the Bridge. There is space for two helicopters to be stored in the hangar behind the helideck if required. The helideck is also used for flying a variety of Remotely Piloted Airborne Systems (UAVs) to support navigation and science.

Text:
The ship has number of specialist scientific laboratories and workshops, as well as the ability to host containerised laboratories that can be installed for specific scientific programmes. The ship’s moon pool, an open shaft down through the centre of the ship, enables the deployment of equipment and underwater vehicles when the ship is in ice.

Text:
The aft deck enables the deployment of a multitude of scientific equipment, from sediment corers to trawls, as well as autonomous underwater vehicles. The large crane allows the ship to offload containerised cargo at remote locations, such as at Rothera Research Station in Antarctica.
